Keh is just one of the 50 remarkable subjects innaturalist writer Amy Stewart爷s The Tree Collectors: Tales of Arboreal Obsession袁 a collectionof portraits of people transformed by their love of trees.Initially袁 trees struck Stewart as an odd thing to collect. Intrigued by this community ofenthusiasts袁 she discovered educators袁 preservationists and visionaries袁 all drawn to a kind of
curation袁 motivated by reasons as diverse as their projects. However袁 languagetranslation is an art rather than a science. Something enormous will be lost in exchange forthat convenience. As Anne袁 a Chinese translator said袁野Building a ladder between widely differentlanguages袁 such as Chinese and English袁 is sometimes as difficult as a doctor building a bridgein a patient爷s heart. 冶Language learning fosters cultural competency袁 a skill that AI cannot simply copy. Learninga different way to speak袁 read袁 and write helps people discover new ways to see the world. Nomachine can replace such a profoundly human experience. Deborah Cohn袁 a language professor袁emphasizes that language learning is actually about understanding and connecting with differentcultures. Instead of abandoning language courses in favor of AI袁 some educators advocate foremphasizing the intercultural aspects of language learning.
