Kimiyuki Suda should be a perfect customer for Japan’s car-makers. He’s a young, successful CEO at an Internet-services company in Tokyo and has plenty of 31 available to use. He used to own Toyota’s Hilux Surf, a sport multi-use car. But now he uses 32 subways and trains. “It’s not inconvenient at all,” he says. 33, “having a car is so 20th century.”

Suda reflects a worrisome 34 in Japan; the automobile is losing its emotional appeal, 35 among the young, who prefer to spend their money on the latest electronic devices. 36 mini-cars and luxury foreign brands are still popular, everything in between is 37. Last year sales fell 6.7 percent, 7.6 percent 38 you don’t count the mini-car market. There have been 39 one-year drops in other nations: sales in Germany fell 9 percent in 2007 40 a tax increase. But experts say Japan is 41 because sales have been decreasing steadily 42 time. Since 1990, yearly new-car sales have fallen from 7.8 million to 5.4 million units in 2007.

Alarmed by this state of 43, the Japan Automobile Manufactures Association (JAMA) 44 a comprehensive study of the market in 2006. It found that a 45 wealth gap, demographic (人口结构的) changes and 46 lack of interest in cars led Japanese to hold their 47 longer, replace their vehicles(车辆) with smaller ones 48 give up car ownership altogether. Jeanne Calment, a French woman, became a record breaker on 17 October of 1995, when at the age of 120 years and 238 days, she became the longest-lived human being on record. A Japanese man died in 1986 at the age of 120 years and 237 days. 

Jeanne Calment lives in a small old people's home in the south of France; her husband, her only child and her grandson have all died. She is nearly blind and deaf and is always in a wheelchair, but her doctor describes her as being more like a 90-year-old in good health than someone of 120. She still has a lively sense of humor. When asked on her 120th birthday what she expected of the future, she replied: A very short one. She also remarked that she thought the good Lord had forgotten all about her. 

So what is the key to a long life? According to some doctors, diet, exercise and no smoking are the three important factors. Jeanne Calment has followed two of the tips. She has always eaten a healthy diet, and she used to do exercises every day until she broke her leg at the age of 115. However, until recently she drank two glassed of strong red wine a day, and she does smoke（now only a little）. Besides, Jeanne Calment might have got very good genes（基因）from her parents. Her father lived to the age of 94 and her mother to 86. 

A local lawyer bought her house when she was 80 under an agreement that he would pay her some money every year until her death. It must have seemed a good move at the time, but so far the lawyer has paid her at least three times the value of the house. Every year on her birthday Jeanne Calment sends him a card saying:

  Some houses are designed to be smart. Others have smart designs. An example of the second type of house won an Award of Excellence from the American Institute of Architects.
　　Located on the shore of Sullivan’s Island off the coast of South Carolina, the award-winning cube-shaped beach house was built to replace one broken to pieces by Hurricane Hugo 20 years ago. In September 1989, Hugo struck South Carolina, killing 18 people and damaging or destroying 36,000 homes in the state.
　　Before Hugo, many new houses built along South Carolina’s shoreline were poorly constructed, and enforcement（执行) of building codes wasn’t strict, according to architect Ray Huff, who created the cleverly-designed beach house. After Hugo, all new shoreline houses are required to meet stricter, better-enforced codes. The new beach house on Sullivan’s Island should be able to withstand a Category 3 hurricane with peak winds of 179 to 209 kilometers per hour.
　　At first sight, the house on Sullivan’s Island looks anything but hurricane-proof (防。。。的). Its redwood shell makes it resemble “a large party lantern (灯笼)” at night, according to one observer. But looks can be deceiving. The house’s wooden frame is reinforced （加固）with long steel rods to give it extra strength.
　　To further protect the house from hurricane damage, Huff raised it 2.7 meters off the ground on wooden pilings—long, thin columns(高柱) of wood fixed deep in the sand. Pilings might appear insecure, but they are strong enough to support the weight of the house. They also lift the house above storm surges. The pilings allow the surges to run under the house instead of running into it. “These swells of water come ashore high speeds and cause most of the damage done to beach-front buildings,” said Huff.
　　Huff designed the wooden pilings to be partially hidden by the house’s ground-to-roof shell(框架). “The shell masks the pilings so that the house doesn’t look like it’s standing with its pant legs pulled up,” said Huff. In the event of a storm surge, the shell should break apart and let the waves rush under the house, the architect explained.

　I have had just about enough of being treated like a second-class citizen, simply because I happen to be that put-upon member of society ------ a customer. The more I go into shops and hotels, banks and post offices, railway stations, airports and the like, the more I am convinced the things are being run merely to suit the firm, the system, or the union. There seems to be an deceptive(欺骗的) new motto(座右铭) for so-called “service” organizations ---- Staff Before Service.　　
　　How often, for example, have you queued for what seems like hours at the Post Office or the supermarket because there were not enough staff on duty to equip all the service grilles(窗口) or checkout counters? Surely in these days of high unemployment it must be possible to hire cashiers and counter staff. Yet supermarkets claim that uncovering all their cash registers at any one time would increase expenses. And the Post Office says we cannot expect all their service grilles to be occupied “at times when demand is low”.　　
　　It is the same with hotels. Because waiters and kitchen staff must finish when it suits them, dining rooms close earlier or menu choice is cut short. As for us guests, we just have to put up with it. There is also the nonsense of so many friendly hotel night porters having been thrown out of their jobs in the interests of “efficiency” and replaced by coin-eating machines which offer everything from lager to laxatives(从贮藏啤酒到通便剂). Not to mention the creeping threat of the tea-making kit in your room: a kettle with a mixed collection of tea bags, plastic milk cartons and lump sugar. Who wants to wake up to a raw teabag? I do not, especially when I am paying for “service”. 
　　Can it be stopped, this worsening service, this growing attitude that the customer is always a nuisance（令人讨厌的事物）? I angrily hope so because it is happening, sadly, in all walks of life.　　
　　Our only hope is to hammer home our anger whenever and wherever we can and, if all else fails, bring back into practice the other, older slogan ---- Take Our Custom(买卖) Elsewhere.

  If you know exactly what you want, the best route to a job is to get specialized training. A recent survey shows that companies like graduates in such fields as business and health care who can go to work immediately with very little on-the-job training.
　　That’s especially true of booming fields that are challenging for workers. At Cornell’s School of Hotel Administration, for example, bachelor’s degree graduates get an average of four or five job offers and plenty of chances for rapid advancement. Large companies, especially, like a background of formal education coupled with work experience.
　　But in the long run, too much specialization doesn’t pay off. Business, which has been flooded with MBAs, no longer considers the degree an automatic stamp of approval. The MBA may open doors and command a higher salary in the first place, but the impact of a degree washes out after five years.
　　As further evidence of the erosion (销蚀) of corporate (公司的) faith in specialized degrees, Michigan State’s Scheetz states a pattern in corporate hiring practices, although companies tend to take on specialists as new hires, they often seek out generalists for middle and upper-level management. “They want someone who isn’t limited by nuts and bolts to look at the big picture, ” says Scheetz.
　　Time and again labor-market analysts mention a need for talents that liberal-arts majors are thought to have: writing and communication skills, organizational skills, open-mindedness and adaptability, and the ability to analyze and solve problems, David Birch claims he does not hire anybody with an MBA or an engineering degree, “I hire only liberal-arts people because they have a less-than-canned way of doing things,” says Birch. Liberal-arts means an academically thorough and strict program that includes literature, history, mathematics, economics, science, human behavior—plus a computer course or two. With that under your belt, you can feel free to specialize, “A liberal-arts degree coupled with an MBA or some other technical training is a very good combination in the marketplace,” says Scheetz.
