Some futurologists have assumed that the vast upsurge(剧增)of women in the workforce may portend a rejection of marriage.Many women，according to this hypothesis，would rather work than marry.The converse(反面)of this concern is that the prospects of becoming a multi­paycheck household could encourage marriage.In the past，only the earnings and financial prospects of the man counted in the marriage decision.Now，however，the earning ability of a woman can make her more attractive as a marriage partner.Data show that economic downturns tend to putting off marriage because the parties cannot afford to establish a family or are concerned about rainy days ahead.As the economy comes to life，the number of marriages also rises.
The increase in divorce rates follows to the increase in women working outside the home.Yet，it may be wrong to jump to any simple cause­and­effect conclusions.The impact of a wife's work on divorce is no less cloudy than its impact on marriage decisions.The realization that she can be a good provider may increase the chances that a working wife will choose divorce over an unsatisfactory marriage.But the reverse is equally plausible(似是而非的)．Tensions grounded in financial problems often play a key role in ending a marriage.By raising a family's standard of living，a working wife may strengthen her family's financial and emotional stability.
Psychological factors also should be considered.For example，a wife blocked from a career outside the home may feel caged in the house.She may view her only choice as seeking a divorce.On the other hand，if she can find fulfillment through work outside the home，work and marriage can go together to create a stronger and more stable union.
Also，a major part of women's inequality in marriage has been due to the fact that，in most cases，men have remained the main breadwinners.A working wife may rob a husband of being the master of the house.Depending upon how the couple reacts to these new conditions，it could create a stronger equal partnership or it could create new insecurities.

A file photo shows a kid plays with a pet dog.Reptiles，monkeys，rodents(啮齿动物)and other exotic(外来的)pets are growing in popularity but should be discouraged in homes with small children or people with immune system problems，according to a report published on Monday.
While pediatricians know about pet­related dangers，only 5 percent say they regularly educate parents and children about such dangers，an attitude that should change，Dr.Larry Pickering of Emory University Medical School in Atlanta said in report for the American Academy of Pediatrics.
“Most non­traditional pets pose a risk to the health of young children，and their acquisition and ownership should be discouraged in households with young children，” they said in a report published in the October issue of Pediatrics.
Most reptiles carry salmonella bacteria(沙门氏菌)，for example.
The report said parents need to be educated about the increased risks of exposure to non­traditional pets and animals in public settings for infants and for children under 5，such as petting zoos，and for people with immune system problems.
Potential problems range from allergies to the spread of infectious diseases，they said.For instance，in 2003 an outbreak of monkeypox(猴痘)affected around 20 people in the US midwest，traced to imported Gambian pouched rats(冈比亚巨鼠)from Africa.
The report said the number of exotic pets in the United States has increased by 75 percent since 1992.In 2005 there were nearly 88 000 mammals，1.3 million reptiles and 203 million fish imported illegally into the United States.
“This illegal trade threatens rules established by regulatory agencies to reduce the introduction of disease...” the report said.

More to dinner than just food 
You are not the first one in your class to hear the complaints that teenagers nowadays are unruly(难管的)and uncommunicative.
And it is not just your parents' remarks.Teachers in the UK also find it difficult to communicate with their students.And now they are asking：why?

According to a recent survey in Britain，the erosion(消磨)of family life leaves parents less time to teach key social skills such as listening to others，saying “please” and “thank you” and taking turns.“One of the most important factors has been the loss of the family meal，which has reduced family conversation，” said John Dunford，general secretary of the Association of School and College Leaders.
Dunford believes family meals are a good chance to stay connected.It's an emotional and mutual bond based on warmth and trust.“Family meals are a time for sharing thoughts and ideas and problem­solving together，” he says.“Having meals together means parents and teenagers can find the delicate(微妙的) balance between staying connected and letting go.”
Dunford also criticized celebrity worshipping(明星崇拜)，which makes teaching “more difficult than it has ever been”．
Schools are based on the connection between hard work，passing exams and getting a good job.However，worshipping celebrities makes teenagers believe social advancement can be gained through the purchase of a lottery ticket rather than hard work.
“Young people forget that high­earning footballers have to train incredibly hard，that successful pop singers have to practice for hours and I think it makes the job of the school more difficult，” says Nick Seaton of the Campaign for Real Education.

57．C　人们通常认为老鼠狡猾又聪明，但实际观察表明，它们只是胆怯，故选择C项。D项与原文相反。
58．D　文中提到老鼠只走它们熟悉的路线。如果出现新的情况，老鼠会感到frightened，所以选择“为了保护自己”。
59．A　从文中论述老鼠的习性及最后一段的总结，可知只要老鼠习惯了毒药的存在，它就会吃。
60．B　根据句意不难理解portend是预示的意思，signal也有预示的意思；defy意为“不服从，反抗”；suffer from意为“忍受，遭受”；result from意为“由……产生”。
61．D　题干的the economy slides等于原文的economic downturns。文中提到经济低迷时期人们倾向推迟婚姻，因为双方不能承担一个家庭或者担心更窘迫的日子。D项符合原文。
62．A　第三段第二句提到不能外出工作的妇女会感到被关在笼子里，相当于A项“...they feel that they have been robbed of their freedom.”，她们感到被剥夺了自由。
63．D　用排除法解题。A项只是文中提到一方面，应排除；B项文章从未提及；C项以偏概全；只有D项“女性的外出工作对婚姻的影响是一例与一例不一样的”才准确表达出文章的两种平行的相反观点。
64．D　根据第二小节的汉语意思：pediatricians都清楚这些宠物的潜在危害，但仅有5%的pediatricians称他们经常提醒家长和孩子注意这些危害，这种态度应该改变，答案应该是D项。
65．B　根据文章后两节内容可以推出结论是B项。
66．D　根据文章第三节的“only 5 percent say they regularly educate parents and children about such dangers，an attitude that should change”可知答案。
67．A　B、D两个选项很容易排除；C项错误在后半句，因为许多医生都不告诉家长和孩子养外来宠物的害处。所以A项正确。
