The desire for a better life is sometimes so big that it makes people leave their countries and their families and work in other countries. They know that they will have to face difficult moments, that they won't be able to communicate with the persons around them and that maybe they will have to work in illegal conditions to get the money they need for their families, but they all take these chances and they hope they will succeed.
    On the other hand, there are persons who immigrate just for the sake of the persons they love. They leave their families to make other families with the persons they love. Women go to meet the men who have chosen other countries to start a new life, even if they miss their families and their friends. Remember high school? You could choose French or Spanish. What you couldn’t choose was to be the right age to learn a new language easily. You memorized verbs, but you probably didn’t learn to speak fluently. Present school systems know better. Second languages are introduced in elementary school. Little kids do learn more easily than high school students. But current research says to really do it right, start even earlier. Start when the child is learning a first language. Babies have an astonishing ability to absorb it.

Nowadays a second language is not a luxury - it’s a necessity. Studying a second language offers surprising benefits to children. Research has demonstrated improved ability to communicate, better cognitive development, richer cultural awareness and, finally, better job opportunities for those who know a second language.

    Research suggests that from birth through age 10 is the best time to introduce new languages to a child. The child will learn the language faster, store it better and most often speak it with near-native pronunciation. Recent research indicates a young child up through age 5 can learn and process up to five languages!

    Many parents wonder how to bring a new language into their little one’s life. Many experts agree the bilingual approach (双语教学法) for the very young child is best. Teach the new language alongside the native language. It’s as easy as pointing to a cat and saying “cat” then following with “gato.” This bilingual method provides continuing education in the child’s native tongue while acquiring skills in the new one.

Today’s parents know the importance of being bilingual. Now they just need to know where to turn for assistance in finding fun and affordable bilingual products that will bring the target language into their child’s life. The Internet has made their search much easier than five years ago. Look for bilingual programs that allow you to try their visual or audio products on line so that you get a good feel for the content and style of the language learning within that particular program.

Former project manager Bob Short has a ready answer to describe which job is more difficult --- his old post at Nuveen Investments or his present position as stay-at-home dad. "This is harder," said Short, one of the victims of a U.S. economic crisis that has hit men harder than women in the job market.
    Unemployment has affected more men than women, with men making up three out of every four U.S. jobs lost, and the number of families in which wives are primary breadwinners has jumped sharply since the economic depression began.
    In the first five months of this year, 5.4 percent of working wives had an unemployed husband, compared with an average 2.4 percent over the first five months of 2007 at the tip of the last economic circle, according to economist Heather Boushey at the Center for American Progress.

TRADITIONALLY FEMALE AT-HOME PARENTING

Some 1 million US families have a working wife, a child under 18 and an unemployed husband, the center said.

With men possessing so many jobs, from Wall Street to construction, the role change to 

traditionally female at-home parenting can be annoying, said Andrea Doucet, professor of sociology and author of “Do Men Mother?”. Jeremy Smith, author of The Daddy Shift, once said, “For dads from Wall Street, much depends on how much they got in so-called walkaway （遣散费） money. With a big payment, they can tell themselves they’re in semi-retirement, they’re spending more time with family and they’re taking a break before getting back in the game.”

“RANDOMNESS OF DAYS”

Short said the hardest part of being a stay-at home dad is the “randomness” of his job at Nuveen. He said, “There’s a lot of logistics (后勤) to work out. Somebody’s at skating practice, somebody’s at gymnastics, somebody’s at soccer.”

Roger Vandewater, who cared for two teenage sons in Duxbury, Massachusetts, after losing his job as a financial services database advisor in May, said he finds it much harder to concentrate with so many interruptions from his family.

Short said he would prefer a full-time paying job, but he enjoys his new role.

Reader Janet Maynard has a lot of young bushes in her garden and is suffering from "watering can elbow". So for Janet and anyone else who doesn't want to waste time, effort and water, here are my top tips for keeping plants refreshed in thirsty times. 

Water in the evening if possible, rather than leaving it till you see things suffer. That way the roots can take up the water in cool soil overnight. 

 
Violently jetting hoses（皮管）mess up the soil structure and may expose delicate roots. Use a rose（喷头）on a can. Aim low – don't waste water wetting leaves, even though they look pretty and "refreshed". 

The most valuable and easily damaged plants need the most attention, such as newly planted trees, bushes and climbers. Remove any water-keeping mulch（护根物）you may have put around the base, then water it thoroughly at least two gallons, slowly. Don't aim your can rose at the stem – which we all usually tend to do. Aim the water in a wide circle so that the whole of the area under the plant is watered. You could even make a channel in the soil right around the plant so that the water is held in place as it soaks（浸透）in. Replace the mulch. Repeat each week even in showery weather for the first summer. 

How much water for pots? Fill up the gap between the top of the soil and the top of the pot. Let the water soak right in and then fill it again. Do this daily in hot weather for most summer potted plants. 

Stand pots in saucers（垫盘）– it makes a big difference. But remember to check that the plants are not sitting in water for days on end when the weather turns wet. Roots will rot. 

If the fertilizer in pots really dries out, the water may get straight out of the pot without being absorbed. Correct this by standing or floating the pot in a bucket of deep water until it sinks and no bubbles rise. 

A push-button watering can makes for more efficient watering, and recycled water bottles upside down with a needle which has a hole on the end are useful, too, for pots.

All forms of tobacco — cigarettes, pipes, cigars, and smokeless tobacco — are  dangerous. It doesn't help to substitute products that seem like they're better for you than regular cigarettes, such as filtered or low-tar cigarettes.

The only thing that really helps a person avoid the problems associated with smoking is staying smoke free. This isn't always easy, especially if everyone around you is smoking and offering you cigarettes. It may help to have your reasons for not smoking ready for times you may feel the pressure, such as "I just don't like it" or "I want to stay in shape for soccer" (or football, basketball, or other sport).

The good news for people who don't smoke or who want to quit is that studies show that the number of teens who smoke has dropped evidently. Today, about 23% of high school students smoke.

If you do smoke and want to quit, you have lots of information and support available. Different approaches to quitting work for different people. For some, quitting cold turkey is best. Others find that a slower approach is the way to go. Some people find that it helps to go to a support group especially for teens. These are sometimes sponsored by local hospitals or organizations like the American Cancer Society. The Internet offers a number of good resources to help people quit smoking.

When quitting, it can be helpful to realize that the first few days are the hardest. So don’t give up. Some people find they have a few setbacks before they manage to quit for good.

Staying smoke free will give you a whole lot more of everything — more energy, better performance, better looks, more money in your pocket, and, in the long run, more life to live!
