In America it seems that everyone under the age of 18 is either a fan of N’ Sync, Backstreet Boys, 98 Degree or perhaps another cute (可爱的，聪明的) guy group. In Europe, there is one boy band that almost everyone seems to like—Westlife.

Westlife is an Irish boy band group who got their claim to fame performing as the opening act to a 1998 Backstreet Boys show in Dublin, Ireland. They are managed by Louis Walsh and Ronan Keating. Ronan Keating was the leading singer of the Irish pop group “Boyzone” while Louis Walsh was the manager of Boyzone. We are very familiar with Boyzone’s hit song No Matter What, a theme song of the film Notting Hill.

Westlife was made up of 6 friends from Sligo, Ireland in the beginning. Three left the group, and Nicky and Bryan joined the group in their places. So the group has five members now including Shane, Kian and Mark. It was originally (原来) called “IOU”. They later renamed themselves Westside, but they had to change the name once they found out that several groups had laid claim to the name Westside. Swear It Again, If I Let You Go, Flying Without Wings, Seasons in the Sun and Fool Again are perhaps their most popular songs.

Westlife has been nominated (提名) for a Brit award for Best Pop Act. The 2005 Brit Awards are to be held at Earl’s Court, London on February 9.

With his standard Mandarin pronunciation, practiced skills on Chinese expressions and special humor with a Peking accent, Dashan has become a household name across China. The Chinese language even though is considered by many as one of the most difficult languages in the world. But to Dashan, the great challenge was a piece of cake due to his deep interest, proper method and the excellent environment he created for himself.

“Interest is the best teacher.” Even if the 20-year-old Mark Rowswell—Dashan’s real name—hadn’t fully realized what attracted him to the Chinese Department at the University of Toronto in Canada, he was already deeply interested in Chinese culture when he decided to have further studies in Beijing.

Entering the Chinese department of Peking University in 1988, Dashan felt like a duck in water. Study is always a hard job, no matter how much interest you have. Therefore, effective ways are necessary to improvement. “Learn for life and learn in life” is Dashan’s belief.

As a freshman at the University of Toronto, Dashan studied the textbooks, which especially aimed on foreign Chinese learners. They did help him build a solid foundation.

However, that’s far from enough to grasp the Chinese language. Starting in his third year at university, Dashan began to read original Chinese novels, Chinese newspapers and even the Selected Works (文选) of Deng Xiaoping. “Only the material for Chinese native readers could give me a proper sense of the language,” he said.

The language that is the daily means of communication is the principle that Dashan always keeps in his mind. To learn in daily life requires a favorable (良好的) language environment, which is also necessary for improvement. Dashan admits it is hard for Chinese English learners to be brought into a good English speaking environment, but he insists, “To listen and speak as much as possible does help.”

To help Chinese English learners, Dashan took part in a VCD programme—“Travel with Dashan”—to teach daily and up-to-date English in real-life situations.
