When I was a kid, I used to spend hours listening to Adam Carolla and Dr. Drew Pinsky on their Sunday night radio show Loveline. I listened so often that I began to use one of their well-known phrases—“good times”—in my daily conversations. Scientists have a name for this phenomenon: behavioral mimicry.

You’ve probably experienced this before: after spending enough time with another person, you might start to pick up on his or her behavior or speech habits. You might even start to develop your friend’s habits without realizing it. There is a large body of literature concerning this sort of phenomenon, and it regularly happens for everything from body gesture to accents to drink patterns. For example, one study found that young adults were more likely to drink their drink directly after their same-sex drinking partners, than for the two individuals to drink at their own paces.

And the effect isn’t limited to real-life face-to-face activities. Another study found that the same you-drink-then-I-drink pattern held even when watching a movie! In other words, people were more likely to take a drink of their drinks in a theater after watching the actors on the screen enjoy a drink. At least I don’t feel so strange anymore, having picked up on Adam Carolla’s “good times”.

New research published today in the journal PLOS One indicates that the same sort of behavioral mimicry is responsible for social eating, at least among university-age women of normal weight. That’s right: the young women were more likely to adjust their eating according to the eating pace of their same-sex dining companion.

As with most experiments, these results raise a whole new set of questions. However, the finding that behavioral mimicry may at least partly explain eating behavior is important, and has real effects on health. The researchers note that “as long as people don’t fully recognize such important influences on intake (eating), it will be difficult to make healthy food choices and keep a healthy diet, especially when people are exposed to the eating behavior of others”.

    The lead, or opening paragraph, is the most important part of a news story. With so many sources of information like newspapers, magazines, TV, radio and the Internet, readers simply are not willing to read beyond the first paragraph (and even sentence) of a story unless it catches their interest. A good lead does just that. It gives readers the most important information in a clear and interesting manner. It also sets up the voice and direction of an article.

    Here is some advice on how to write a good lead.

    First, use five Ws and an H. Before writing a lead, decide which aspects of the story—who, what, when, where, why, how---is most important. You should include these aspects in your lead. Wait to explain less important aspects until the second or third sentence. Secondly, readers want to know why the story matters to them and they won’t wait long for the answer. Leads are often one sentence, sometimes two. Generally, they are 25 to 30 words and should seldom be more than 40. Also, strong verbs will make your lead lively and interesting. Finally, a lead is a promise to your readers. You must be able to tell what you promise in your lead.

    However, there are many things you should avoid.

    Many beginning writers make the mistake of using flowery language. That is, overuse words like “great, wonderfully” in their leads. Instead we should use strong verbs and nouns.

    Avoid unnecessary words or phrases, such as 2 pm, Wednesday afternoon, or very unique. You can’t afford to waste space in a news story, especially in the lead.

    Here we introduce different types of leads and offer examples of good leads. According to what you report, different kinds of leads may be chosen.

    Formulaic（公式化的）leads. Because a lot of news writing is done on deadline, it is possible to write tiring leads. Resist it. Readers want information, but they also want to be entertained.

    Summary leads. This is perhaps the most traditional lead in news writing. It is often used for breaking news. A story about a city council vote might use this “just the facts” approach. Straight news leads usually provide answers to the most important three or four of the five Ws and an H. Historically this type of lead has been used to say who, what, when and where. Some newspapers post breaking news online as it happens. And they will fill the print edition with more detailed stories about why and how. Leads should reflect this.

    Anecdotal(轶事的) leads. Sometimes, beginning a story with a quick anecdote can draw in readers. The anecdote must be interesting. If you use this way, the importance of the anecdote should be explained within the first few sentences following the lead.

    Other types of leads. A large number of other ways exist, and writers should not feel boxed in by formulas. Anyway beginning writers can use certain kinds of leads. These include leads that begin with a question and those that make a direct appeal. While such leads might be appropriate in some circumstances, use them carefully.

     He came into the room to shut the windows while we were still in bed and I saw he looked ill. He was shivering, his face was white, and he walked slowly as though it ached to move. 
  
  “What's the matter, Schatz?” 
  
  “I've got a headache.” 
  
 “You better go back to bed.”
  
 “No. I'm all right. ” 
     “You go to bed. I'll see you when I'm dressed. ” 
    But when I came downstairs he was dressed, sitting by the fire, looking a very sick and miserable boy of nine years. When I put my hand on his forehead I knew he had a fever. 
   
  “You go up to bed,” I said, “You’re sick.” 
    
 “I'm all right,” he said. 
    
 When the doctor came be took the boy's temperature. 
    
 “What's is it?” I asked him. 
    
 “One hundred and two.” 
   
  Downstairs, the doctor left three different medicines in different colored capsules with instructions for giving them. One was to bring down the fever, another purgative(泻药), and the third to overcome an acid condition. The germs of influenza can only exist in an acid condition, he explained. He seemed to know all about influenza and said there was nothing to worry about if the fever did not go above one hundred and four degrees. This was a light epidemic(传染病;传染性的) of flu and there was no danger if you avoided pneumonia（肺炎）. 
     
 Back in the room I wrote the boy’s temperature down and made a note of the time to give the various capsules. 
       “Do you want me to read to you?”

       After a while he said to me, "You don't have to stay in here with me, Papa, if it bothers you.”
